Character Traits, Bead Necklaces, Devotion

Finley Day Camp is about more than just fun. We focus on building up campers in spirit, mind, and body. FD

focuses on 5 core character traits: Respect, Responsibility, Caring, Honesty, and Faith in God.

On the first day of each week, campers are given a necklace. Throughout the week, counselors will give ou

beads for displaying the above character traits. We also have beads for other things (special events,
sportsmanship, spirit, Camper of the Day, and
