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Morning Drop Off  

 The YMCA will only be providing morning transportation to the YMCA 
from Leesville Early Arrivals. If your child is registered for Leesville Early  
Arrivals, you may drop off your child in the gym of Leesville Elementary 
School between 7:00am and when the bus departs at 8:20am. No other 
schools will provide morning transportation to the YMCA to Camp Venture 
Tracking Out.
